CONTEXT OF THIS MEETING. The second section is called Business Administration. The Business Administration
section contains items that require the review and approval of the District Board of Supervisors as a normal course of
business. The third section is called Business Items. The business items section contains items for approval by the
District Board of Supervisors that may require discussion, motion and votes on an item-by-item basis. Occasionally,
certain items for decision within this section are required by Florida Statute to be held as a Public Hearing. During the
Public Hearing portion of the agenda item, each member of the public will be permitted to provide one comment on the
issue, prior to the Board of Supervisors’ discussion, motion and vote. Agendas can be reviewed by contacting the
Manager’s office at (813) 933-5571 at least seven days in advance of the scheduled meeting. Requests to place items on
the agenda must be submitted in writing with an explanation to the District Manager at least fourteen (14) days prior to the
date of the meeting.

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INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT
FOR CROSS-USAGE OF DISTRICT FACILITIES

THIS AGREEMENT made and entered into this _Zp # day of AQn'[ , 2009 by
and between:

Fishhawk Community Development District, a special purpose local government
created pursuant to Chapter 190, Florida Statutes (hereinafter referred to as
“Fishhawk”); and

Fishhawk Community Development District II, a special purpose local government
created pursuant to Chapter 190; Florida Statutes (hereinafter referred to as
“Fishhawk II”); and

Fishhawk Community Development District III, a special purpose local government
created pursuant to Chapter 190; Florida Statutes (hereinafter referred to as
“Fishhawk III”).

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, the Fishhawk Community consists of land within the boundaries of -

Fishhawk, Fishhawk II and Fishhawk III (the “Fishhawk Community™) and is being developed
to offer a full range of recreational opportunities for its residents; and

WHEREAS, Fishhawk, Fishhawk II and Fishhawk III (the “Districts”)‘ have been granted
the power to operate recreational facilities for District residents, and the general public pursuant
to Chapter 190, Florida Statutes, and their respective enabling Ordinances; and

WHEREAS, the Districts have constructed and will from time to time construct
(individually and/or pursuant to Interlocal Agreements) and operate a number of District
Facilities.

WHEREAS, the primary purpose of the District Facilities is to provide recreational
benefit to the respective District residents and the residents of the Fishhawk Community; and

WHEREAS, each District has a range of District Facilities which are not present in the
other Districts, and it is in the best interest of the Districts to broaden the range of recreational
opportunities available to their respective residents.

NOW, THEREFORE, based upon good and valuable consideration and mutual
covenants of the parties hereinafter recited, it is agreed as follows:




1.0 Definitions.

“Districts” shall mean Fishhawk Community Development District, Fishhawk
Community Development District II, and Fishhawk Community Development District III.

“District Facilities” shall mean any recreational facilities owned and/or operated by one
or more Districts, pursuant to the authority granted by Florida Statutes, Chapter 190, and the
enabling Ordinances for the Districts.

“District Policies” shall mean the duly adopted policies, rules and/or regulations of one or
more Districts which are applicable to the use of District Facilities, as such policies, rules, and/or
regulations may be amended from time to time. The District Policies may be amended from time
to time, without the need for re-execution of this Interlocal Agreement, in the event of any
changes to District Policies by one of the Districts.

2.0 Reciprocal License to Use District Facilities.

Each District hereby grants to the other District and its residents, the non-exclusive right
to use District Facilities in accordance with District Policies. In consideration of the reciprocal
rights granted hereunder, no non-resident user fees shall be charged by either Fishhawk,
Fishhawk II, or Fishhawk III to residents of the other District. User fees, if any, established for
the use of District Facilities shall be the same for all residents of the Districts. Assessments for
Operation and Maintenance of District Facilities shall be pursuant to each District’s policies.

3.0 Amendments.

This Agreement may only be amended by an instrument in writing which is executed by
all Parties. It is the intent of the Parties to consider an amendment to this Agreement once
Fishhawk III has reached the point in its Development where at least 85% of lot closings are
anticipated to provide for equal assessments for operations and maintenance of District Facilities
for all lots (pursuant to adopted assessment methodologies) in the Districts. Under such
amendment, the operation and maintenance obligations of each District would be considered to
be operation and maintenance obligations of all Districts, which would create an operation and
maintenance assessment amount for District Facilities which will be uniform throughout the
Districts. Fishhawk III shall provide written notice to Fishhawk and Fishhawk II that such
amendment is to be considered by April 15™ of the preceding fiscal year that such uniform
assessment should occur.

4.0 Effective Date.

This Agreement shall be effective upon the date set forth below.

Still waiting on work to be
completed.

e |nquired with CRS about putting a gutter on the front of the Starling Club roof. Still waiting on a
reply.

e Still waiting on a reply about the landscaping lights for one tree at the clubhouse and the lights
in the Pergola.

e Continued to work with Waste Management to get the recycle bin picked up at the Tennis Club.

e Reported issues with two treadmills to Fit Rev. Both were repaired under warranty.

e Worked on the turnover of the Info Center space from Newland. Performed a preliminary and a
final walk-thru of the space with Lynda McMorrow.

o Worked with G4S Security on Post Orders for CDD Ill and adding additional weekend security at
The Preserve.

e Did a drive-thru inspection with Darlene Blair, HOA Manager, to check on a few properties of
neighborhood concern.

e Reviewed amount of sun that shines in the windows in the Fitness Center in the afternoon and
noted that it definitely is a problem while using the fitness machines.

e Provided window measurements to Joe from CRS to get an estimate for window covering for the
fitness center windows.

e Sent the executed order to Joe to order the window coverings for the fitness center.

e Set up delivery of Zephyrhills water jugs for the dispenser at the Tennis Club.

Had the fire extinguishers and the emergency exit equipment inspected at both clubs by
Oldsmar Fire Equipment.

Asked Maintenance Supervisor to call Alvarez Plumbing regarding the clogged toilets and
sewage backup in the Fitness Center restrooms.

Was advised by Valley Crest of a broken well pump at the Tennis Club for the water supply in
that area.

Ordered the required backflow testing for the Tennis Club.

Updated our tax exempt status with various vendors.

Attended the Ambassador’s Meeting.

Reported issues regarding the Starling Club to appropriate staff.

Addressed resident’s issues and concerns regarding the Starling Club and CDD IlI.

Reported landscape and irrigation issues and worked with Valley Crest and John Toborg to
resolve.

Reported Starling neighborhood issues to appropriate staff.

Rode on the trails in Starling to note hog damage and other issues.

Operations and Maintenance:

Existing Items:

1. HVAC water pan issue:

a. Water accumulates in pans under HVAC units and comes close to tripping the water
bugs that will turn off the A/C units. CGM was again called on 8/6 and found that
the drainage was not built according to as-built specs. The drainage pipes were put
directly into a rain water drain that was filled with mud and not allowing the HVAC
lines to drain properly and the then water backs up into pans under the HVAC units.
According to CGM, CRS needs to have the plumber install the dry wells correctly.
According to Joe, the snorkels that CGM installed on two of the drainage lines are
sufficient. Specific dry wells are on the plans but were not installed as per the specs.
Only two of the four HVAC unit drains were looked at.

b. October Update: Water accumulated in the office HVAC unit (10/21/13). CGM
cleaned out the seep holes in the unit and advised they will be back to dig up and fix
the remaining two drainage lines outside the building shortly.

c. November Update: No update.

d. December Update: During a maintenance visit by CGM | mentioned that the drains
still needed to be modified for the other two units and the tech said he would again
make note of it for Jim.

e. January Update: No update.




2. Landscape lights:

a. 4 LED tube lights in pergolas at the Starling Club were reported to Joe from CRS who
contacted the electrician. One of these 4 tube lights was reported to ACE several
months ago. In addition another LED up light at the club is out again.

3. Decorative square areas between the Tennis Courts to be filled with cement.

CRS won’t be handling this.
. December Update: No update.
c. January Update: This was completed on 1/14/14 by Valley Crest. This item is
closed.

4. Washout by Bannister catch basin was reported to and is being investigated by Newland.
a. November Update: No activity.
b. December Update: No activity.
c. January Update: After speaking with Ed, Valley Crest had a work order but it was
never submitted it for an estimate and is being moved forward now. No activity.

5. GEM car is not charging properly:

Trips the GFl in the wall or just stops charging. Dave Coleman from D&D Electric Cart

Services will handle the service. Recommended buying a non GFl extension cord (12

gauge, not more than 25’) because plugging a GFl into another GFI could cause one to

trip. A cord was bought on 11/19 but had the same issue. There is also a recall for the
parking brake and he advised the part and labor is free but there would be a $100 trip
charge. This can wait until we have to schedule other service as the brake is fine at this
point.

a. December Update: The non-GFl cord had the same result. Dave Coleman from
D&D Electric Cart Services looked at the cart on 12/4 which is still under warranty
until 11/14/14. He repaired a bad headlight and performed a recall for the
emergency break at no charge. He tested the voltage for the 120 volt, 20 amp line
from the utility room and found that the voltage drops below the 108 volt cutoff for
the car to successfully charge. | saw it drop to 106 at one point. The tech advised
that there probably wasn’t sufficient gauge wire for the long run from the pool
house to the shed. | asked Joe to look into this who asked Bruce to investigate on
12/05/13. | asked for an update on 12/11 and 12/31 but | didn’t get a reply

b. January Update: | spoke with Joe on 1/6/14. Bruce advised the line was installed
properly with the correct gauge however it might not be a dedicated line which
causes the drop in voltage when other devices on that line are used. To investigate




that he advised to contact Lenny. Lenny is getting Mike Metcalf involved. Mike
Metcalf investigated on 1/14 and does think it is a dedicated line based on his
investigation. He is going to add a non-GFl single outlet just for the cart and split off
the light and add another GFI for charging equipment and other uses. Mike will
send a proposal to Lenny. This work was completed by Mike Metcalf on 1/27. This
issue is completed.

Sage Crest has a lot of water accumulating and now that residents are living there they are
beginning to be concerned. There may be a drainage issue but irrigation is flooding the area
as well. When it hasn’t rained for weeks there is still standing water. Valley Crest turned it
off for a couple days and the lawn and mulch beds around the home began to dry up.
a. January Update: Excavation began on 1/8 and drainage work was complete on
1/15/14. Concrete sidewalk was completed by 1/27. Landscaping and sod still need
to be installed by Valley Crest.

On 12/26 the water meter for court 2 at the tennis club is not registering any water flow and

appears to be stuck and makes a clicking noise when the water is on. The wells on the court

are watering so it appears to just be the meter. | was able to get it working by tapping on

the side of the meter. | called Kevin at Welch who indicated the meters don’t usually go bad

this soon but to keep monitoring it and to call the office for pricing and installation if

necessary. | advised Dave to keep an eye on it and let me know if it stops again.

a. January Update: Appears that my tapping cleared some debris that might have

been in the meter and is functioning normally again. This issue is closed.

The new bronze paint on the butterfly sculpture appears to have mostly washed off. |
contacted Lenny who said Margc, the sculptor, would look at it. It’s warrantied for one year.
a. January Update: No activity.

Two treadmills are not functional... one just stops in mid-session and the other does not

incline. In December a tech advised that the incline issue needed a new circuit board which

has been ordered and is due to be installed on 1/7 and the other will be looked at that time.

a. January Update: The tech arrived on 1/8 and replaced the circuit board on the

treadmill that wouldn’t incline and is fixed. He could not recreate the issue with the
other one stopping (but | did last week). He advised that most often a ‘stride
sensor’ goes bad so he turned that off. If it happens again an error indicator should
display and to record that for him. This issue is closed.

o New ltems:

Christmas decorations were taken down.

CRS came to repair cracks to the stucco walls around the clubhouse and pool on 12/26. |
painted the filled cracks on 1/14/14.

Info Center has moved to Fishhawk IV. Keys were turned over on 1/16/14 and the security
system has been updated with info center names removed.

Purchased a new lock and had additional keys made for the maintenance gate at the Tennis
Club. The previous lock was stolen.

Replaced clock battery in pool clock and reset clock in gym.

Replaced batteries to the sink inferred sensor in the men’s pool bathroom.

Repaired a CDD wall cap on Fishhawk Ridge that a resident advised was loose.

Began cleaning up a lot of debris that accumulates on CDD property in The Preserve from
builders. This all comes from builders as there is no one living there yet.



9. Tested and replaced empty air fresheners in the 6 bathrooms.

10. Repaired various ping pong paddle handles and faces and several pool sticks.

11. Security called advising that DSX access to the gym and pool stopped working on 1/11
around 9pm which coincided with a strong lightning storm. | came in at 6:45 on 1/12 and
found that a circuit board was not working with the help of Jaime from Royce. Jaime
advised he would be in on 1/13 to investigate and order a new circuit board if necessary.
The gym and pool were unlocked and manually supervised and the hours to the gym where
changed to coincide with staff hours... 7am — 7pm. The circuit board was replaced on 1/13
and the two card readers that were hit were also bad and need replacing. The card reader
from the pool bathroom entrance was swapped with the gym so the gym is now functional
and the main pool by the parking lot is still out. Two new card readers were installed on
1/15,

12. Tested all exit signs and backup lighting at the Tennis Club. One exit sign in the Tennis Club
near the Stadium Court would not go into test mode but appears functional. A
representative from the Oldsmar Fire Equipment tested these functions at the Tennis Club
and Startling Club as well on 1/30.

13. On 1/20 a car and a truck were parked in the western section of Phase 2 in The Preserve.
They set up chairs and were riding an ATV through the dirt. Kids were climbing and biking
on the dirt piles. We called Lenny and Victor from Newland who advised the people that
they were trespassing. They did leave the premises. Lenny will be posting ‘No Trespassing’
signs around that section.

14. Info center was cleaned up of left behind items. The electronic equipment was inspected to
be sure all was in good working order.

15. Re-secured corner section of air hockey table.

16. Measured the windows in the fitness center for estimates for window coverings.

17. Repaired gate lock to pool filter area.

18. All drains (men’s, ladies’ and mop sink in the utility room) in the gym backed up with sewage
on 1/26/14.

ARTICLE 1

The purpose of this Cooperative Service Agreement is to assist the CDD in controlling
wildlife, especially feral hogs, which cause property damage and pose a threat to human
health & safety.

ARTICLE 2

APHIS WS has statutory authority under the Act of March 2, 1931 (46 Stat. 1468; 7
U.S.C.426-426b) as amended, and the Act of December 22, 1987 (101Stat. 1329-331, 7
U.S.C. 426¢), to cooperate with States, local jurisdictions, individuals, public and private
agencies, organizations, and institutions while conducting a program of wildlife services
involving mammal and bird species that are reservoirs for zoonotic diseases, or animal
species that are injurious and/or a nuisance to, among other things, agriculture, horticulture,
forestry, animal husbandry, wildlife, and human health and safety.

ARTICLE 3

APHIS WS and CDD mutually agree:

To meet as determined necessary by either party to discuss mutual program
interests, accomplishments, needs, technology, and procedures to maintain or
amend the Work Plan (Attachment A). Personnel authorized to attend meetings
under this Agreement shall be CDD or his/her designee, the State Director or
his/her designee, and/or those additional persons authorized and approved by the
CDD, and the State Director.

APHIS WS shall perform services more fully set forth in the Work Plan, which is
attached hereto and made a part hereof. The parties may mutually agree in writing,
at any time during the term of this Agreement, to amend, modify, add or delete
services from the Work Plan.

ARTICLE 4

CDD agrees:

1.

To authorize APHIS WS to conduct direct control activities to reduce human health
and safety risks and property damage associated with wildlife, especially feral hogs,
on CDD property. These activities are defined in the Work Plan. APHIS WS will
be considered an invitee on the lands controlled by CDD. CDD will be required to
exercise reasonable care to warn APHIS WS as to dangerous conditions or activities
in the project areas.

To reimburse APHIS WS for costs of services provided under this Agreement up to
but not exceeding the amount specified in the Financial Plan (Attachment B). CDD
will begin processing for payment invoices submitted by APHIS WS within 30 days
of receipt. The CDD ensures and certifies that it is not currently debarred or
suspended and is free of delinquent Federal debt.

To designate to APHIS WS the CDD authorized individual whose responsibility
shall be the coordination and administration of activities conducted pursuant to this

Agreement.

To notify APHIS WS verbally or in writing as far in advance as practical of the date
and time of any proposed meeting related to the program.

APHIS WS shall be responsible for administration and supervision of the program.

There will be no equipment with a procurement price of $5,000 or more per unit
purchased directly with funds from the cooperator for use solely on this project. All



other equipment purchased for the program is and will remain the property of
APHIS WS.

7. To coordinate with APHIS WS before responding to all media requests.

8. To obtain the appropriate permits for removal activities concerning all species that
WS will assist in controlling that require state or federal permits and list USDA,
APHIS, Wildlife Services as subpermitees.

ARTICLE 5
APHIS WS Agrees:
1. To conduct activities at the CDD as described in the Work and Financial Plans.

2. Designate to CDD the authorized APHIS WS individual who shall be responsible
for the joint administration of the activities conducted pursuant to this Agreement.

3. To bill CDD for actual costs incurred by APHIS WS during the performance of
services agreed upon and specified in the Work Plan. APHIS WS shall keep
records and receipts of all reimbursable expenditures hereunder for a period of not
less than one year from the date of completion of the services provided under this
Agreement and CDD shall have the right to inspect and audit such records.

4. To coordinate with CDD before responding to all media requests.

ARTICLE 6

This Agreement is contingent upon the passage by Congress of an appropriation from
which expenditures may be legally met and shall not obligate APHIS WS upon failure of
Congress to so appropriate. This Agreement may also be reduced or terminated if
Congress only provides APHIS WS funds for a finite period under a Continuing
Resolution.

ARTICLE 7

APHIS WS assumes no liability for any actions or activities conducted under this
Cooperative Service Agreement except to the extent that recourse or remedies are provided
by Congress under the Federal Tort Claims Act (28 U.S.C. 1346(b), 2401(b), and 2671-
2680).



ARTICLE 8

Pursuant to Section 22, Title 41, United States Code, no member of or delegate to Congress
shall be admitted to any share or part of this Agreement or to any benefit to arise therefrom.

ARTICLE 9

Nothing in this Agreement shall prevent APHIS WS from entering into separate
agreements with any other organization or individual for the purpose of providing wildlife
damage management services exclusive of those provided for under this agreement.

ARTICLE 10

CDD certifies that APHIS WS has advised the CDD that there may be private sector
service providers available to provide wildlife management services that the CDD is
seeking from APHIS WS.

ARTICLE 11

The performance of wildlife damage management actions by APHIS WS under this
agreement is contingent upon a determination by APHIS WS that such actions are in
compliance with the National Environmental Policy Act, Endangered Species Act, and any
other applicable environmental statutes. APHIS WS will not make a final decision to
conduct requested wildlife damage management actions until it has made the determination
of such compliance.

ARTICLE 12

This Cooperative Service Agreement may be amended at any time by mutual agreement of
the parties in writing. Also, this Agreement may be terminated at any time by mutual
agreement of the parties in writing, or by one party provided that party notifies the other in
writing at least 120 days prior to effecting such action. Further, in the event the CDD does
not provide necessary funds, APHIS WS is relieved of the obligation to provide services
under this agreement.

WORK PLAN

Introduction

The U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA) is authorized to protect American
agriculture and other resources from damage associated with wildlife. The primary
authority for APHIS WS is the Act of March 2, 1931 (46 Stat. 1468; 7 U.S.C.426-426b)
as amended, and the Act of December 22, 1987 (101Stat. 1329-331, 7 U.S.C. 426¢).
Wildlife Services activities are conducted in cooperation with other Federal, State and
local agencies; private organizations and individuals.

The APHIS WS program uses an Integrated Wildlife Damage Management (IWDM)
approach (sometimes referred to as IPM or “Integrated Pest Management”) in which a
series of methods may be used or recommended to reduce wildlife damage. IWDM is
described in Chapter 1, 1-7 of the Animal Damage Control Program Final
Environmental Impact Statement (USDA, 1994). These methods include the alteration
of cultural practices as well as habitat and behavioral modification to prevent damage.
However, controlling wildlife damage may require that the offending animal(s) are
killed or that the populations of the offending species be reduced.

Purpose

The purpose of this agreement is to assist CDD in controlling wildlife, especially feral
hogs, which cause property damage and human health and safety concern.

Planned APHIS WS Activities

WS, through its local office, will provide a Wildlife Specialist to conduct wildlife
management for the CDD. In the beginning the primary focus will be feral hog damage
management, but WS will be available to perform direct control and/or offer technical
advice to the CDD with other wildlife species that may be causing problems or
concerns.

The primary tools WS will use for feral hog control will be cage traps, snares, trail
cameras, night vision, thermal imagers, and a small caliber suppressed .22 pistol or rifle.
If the CDD requests WS to assist with other wildlife species that cause damage then
other trap designs and control methods will be discussed with the CDD. Controlling
different wildlife species requires different trap designs and control methods.

WS will work up to 1,040 hours to primarily reduce the amount of feral hogs on CDD
property. Once hog numbers have been reduced to an acceptable level, WS personnel
will continue to monitor the CDD property once a week for the rest of the agreement or
until the 1,040 hours is exhausted. WS personnel will be monitoring for any new hog



activity or sign on CDD property in an attempt to remove these new hogs before they
have a chance to cause large amounts of property damage. If new hog activity is found
then WS will begin removal activities again. All monitored activity will be reported to
CDD personnel.

WS will provide a short monthly report to CDD personnel on: activities conducted
during the previous month, recommendations concerning wildlife causing damage, and
to discuss wildlife trends observed from removal efforts over time.

Effective Dates
The agreement shall become effective on 4/1/2014, and shall expire on 3/31/2015.
